So in that case there was State Route 99, |
believe it was, that bisected the Gen-Tie route.

We don't have that here. So we have prepared a
tour protocol, but it's, you know, it's still going to be
several mles from-- fromthe actual interconnection
facilities and the Gen-Tie project in certain |ocations.
